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AROUND MIDNIGHT
Eolo Andino (alto sax), Eva Alcaide (guitar), Ledian Mola (double bass)
This trio’s main feature is its search for balance in forms, harmonies and rhythms. All instruments have the same importance and every musician has the same presence, creating the perfect environment for creative fluidity where improvisation is the common language.  
The trio will perform their own compositions, reflecting on today’s improvised music scene. 
THE BINILO’S
Oier Garamendi (vocals, guitar), Irantzu Garamendi (vocals, transverse flute, “small” percussion), Alex López (double bass)
This trio brings us a show inviting participation, full of fun and elegance. They will offer us several versions of tunes from the 30s to the 60s, all replicating the radio programmes of the era. To give a touch of humour to the concert, performed radio show-style, they also add authentic adverts from the time. All in three languages: Basque, Spanish and English. 
CONNECTION TRIO
Adrián Martínez (trombone), Jorge Fernández (piano), Juanma Domínguez (double bass)
This group took shape at Musikene, where three musicians from different areas of jazz joined forces in the search for common interests within the genre.
While their project largely involves playing their own numbers, they also revisit the compositions and standards of artists including Thelonious Monk, Wayne Shorter and Joe Henderson.
Connection Trio travels from the most traditional jazz to sonorities typical of today’s modern trends, creating a highly personal sound. 
LES FOUS
Santi Romano (vocals, piano), Noa Eguiguren (vocals, percussion), Otxi (vocals, percussion)
With three albums on the market and 9 years of playing together behind them, in 2020 the group returns to its initial sound as a vocal trio. Accompanied by piano and acoustic percussion, but specialising in a cappella singing, they bring us a more intimate and unplugged version of their R&B-Pop style.  
The main feature of their live show, which we have previously enjoyed at earlier editions of the Jazzaldia, is the natural approach of its members, spontaneous and entertaining. If we add the message of their songs and the play on vocal harmonies to the mix, we get concerts that are always fun and interesting for all publics. 
IDOIA ASURMENDI
Idoia Asurmendi (piano and vocals), Oriol Flores (Cajón), Joanes Ederra (bass, double bass) 
With a love of music coming from her family circle, Idoia started experimenting with musical instruments at home from a very young age. For many years she also spent her free time developing her passion, participating in a variety of choirs and studying the piano.  
While in her early days as a soloist she would sing pop-rock and soul versions of numbers from the Basque Country and further afield, today she also composes songs and often combines the poetic creations of Maria Oses with her own work. 
INDIAN FEATHERS
Luis Suárez (vocals, guitar), Josu González (guitar), Josu Vergara (bass)
The members of Indian Feathers met at university and made their debut in 2014 with “Fun”, sung in English. They later changed to Spanish with “45 Noches”, followed by “Líneas Tangentes”, mastered in Barcelona.
They have played in iconic venues, bars and gaztetxe youth centres, at the Fnac, Kutxa Kultura, and many others, in both acoustic and electric modes. 
Although the band defines itself as Indie Punk, in fact they love all sorts of rock music: from Rock & Roll and Garage to Post-Punk or the Stoner rock of different eras. For this concert they will slightly tweak their register, bringing us a semi-acoustic configuration. 
JASO – GIMÉNEZ – ESCRICH TRÍO
Javier López Jaso (accordion), Marcelo Escrich (double bass), Luis Giménez (guitar)
This group of three musicians from very different, even opposite backgrounds, connected by the common thread of jazz and innovation, is born from the need and curiosity to explore new musical sounds and paths. 
Their new project Entre dos mundos proposes suggestive nuance-filled atmospheres. Poetical, ethereal and spacious melodies. Introspection and tradition in the harmonic undertones. Suggestive and enveloping beats. The result is an amalgam of sounds and atmospheres... A soirée with hardly a break bringing a repertoire of beauty and quality. 
LOS JUANES
Juan José Cabillas (sax, flute), Juan Oliveira (guitar)

Los Juanes emerged as a duo towards the end of 2017 thanks to the chemistry connecting its two members at both personal and artistic level. Their music is eclectic, with influences ranging from Michael Brecker to Latin American folklore and artistic expressions in fields other than music, such as the painting of Claude Monet.  
LEMY RIVER
Iban Martin (guitar, keyboards, vocals), Mikel Benito (keyboards, guitar), Roberto Granado (samplers, keyboards)
Lemy River, ex Peachy Joke, leaves Barcelona and returns to San Sebastian with a new project set to surprise us: a mixture of pop, psychedelia and the odd electronic touch. 
Lemy says he has no clear direction: “Every song is a new individual and I dress it the way I want to”. 
This year, 2020, he has released 2 singles, IXI and Bukowski, in a nod to the bar in San Sebastian, with the collaboration of the Catalan rapper, Teko.  
MATILDA 
Maria Amolategi (vocals, acoustic guitar), Víctor Sánchez (maschine), Antxon Sarasua (keyboards, Hammond)
In their songs we can hear how Pop, R&B and Rock in both Spanish and English have influenced their music. 
In 2019 they released their first work, ¿Te imaginas?, an album exuding elegance, sincerity and strength in every note. The way they use their voices to strengthen the message of their lyrics certainly makes its mark.     
The band has earned public and critical acclaim in its live gigs throughout 2019 and is currently working on new numbers due for release some time in 2020. 
For their performance at this edition of the San Sebastian Jazz Festival, Matilda will offer the proposal of a trio in which María and Víctor will be accompanied by the pianist Antxon Sarasua. A rougher-hewn formation that guides the songs towards a different space, using electronic textures to envelop María’s always suggestive voice.  
RANDY GREER TRIO
Randy Greer (vocals), Enric Peidro (sax), Sergio Albentosa (Hammond)
Endowed with an exceptional voice, he is considered to be one of the few heirs of the vocal style of the inimitable Nat King Cole, whom Greer admits to being his greatest influence together with Cab Calloway, Billy Eckstine and others. 
Grandson of Duke Ellington’s drummer, Sonny Greer, it comes as no surprise that he grew up in a family of pronounced musical inclinations. From a very young age he was interested in music and especially jazz, soon taking up studies at the Berklee School of Music. He has recorded and/or performed with outstanding musicians such as  Stanley Clarke, Jesse Davis and many others. 

Now settled on Spain’s Levante coast, Greer is without a doubt one of the most outstanding vocalists on the international scene in his style, both for his exquisite choice of repertoire and for the perfection and command attained in his vocal style, directly reminiscent of his mentor Nat Cole; a voice to which Greer, over the years, has brought extraordinary warmth and an own personality remarkable for the pureness of his voice, his extraordinary tuning and his sophisticated sense of rhythm.  
SARA MANSILLA Y LOS JUANES
Sara Mansilla (vocals), Juan José Cabillas (alto sax), Juan Oliveira (guitar)
Hailing from San Sebastian, singer Sara Mansilla has already performed at several editions of the Jazzaldia, and on the city’s biggest stages. 
For this concert she will be accompanied by the very young yet highly experienced sax player from Cadiz, Juan José Cabillas, and by the guitarist Juan Oliveira, both trained at Musikene. 
Each of the participants brings their style and personality to the group, generating a complicity clearly perceptible in their live concerts. This time round they’ll perform a repertoire alternating numbers from Sara Mansilla’s first album, Talking to the Wall, with classic jazz standards.  
SARA ZOZAYA
Sara Zozaya (vocals, guitar, keyboards), Antton M. Goikoetxea (guitar), Asier Renteria (bass, keyboards, synthesizers)
Sara Zozaya presents ‘(I)’, a new work bringing folk, pop, lo-fi and electronic beats into her universe, where she remains faithful to her dark and sincere atmospheres, with an impeccable production, and to sounds that make her the perfect bridge between two generations of artists.  
With influences ranging from Daughter to Billie Eilish, and including Alice Wonder, Anari and Toe, this artist from San Sebastian captivates with her intimate approach and a voice that reaches into our inner selves. 
SEAN CLAPIS DUO 
Sean Clapis (guitar), Javier Moreno (double bass)
Born in Hartford Connecticut, Sean began studying jazz guitar at the Jackie McLean Institute Hartt School of Music in Hartford under the tutelage of jazz figures Paul Brown and Jimmy Green. Upon receiving the prestigious Bachelor’s in Music at the University of Hartford, he graduated in 2009, training with notable masters such as  Rene McLean, Rich Goldstein, Steve Davis and Andy LaVerne etc. 
In 2011 he moved to New York, where he began performing with “Carte Blanche” a revivalist jazz band, performing music from the 20s and 30s all around the world. Leading his own projects as well as being a frequent sideman, he has performed extensively around the United States at both Festivals and in the most prestigious clubs.
This year he has started to spend periods of time in Madrid, where he regularly performs with the most prestigious musicians on the local scene, such as the double bass player and composer Javier Moreno, who will also accompany him at this edition of the San Sebastian Jazz Festival.   
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
